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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Alzheimer’s disease.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 91-year-old female, with the history of Alzheimer’s disease.  Majority of history is provided by the family and the daughter.  The patient has become very agitated since her husband went to a nursing home.  The patient has long history of dementia.  However, the patient has been getting significantly more agitated since her husband went to the nursing home.  She is screaming.  She is very agitated and unable to settle down.
IMPRESSION
1. Alzheimer’s disease, advanced.

2. Agitation.  The patient has been become very agitated since her husband went to nursing home.  The patient has been taking Seroquel.  It was previously working well for the agitation symptoms.  Since her husband went to the nursing home, I will increase the dosage.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Recommendation to increase the Seroquel dosage from one p.o. t.i.d. to increase the Seroquel dosage from 50 mg t.i.d. to 50 mg q.i.d.
2. Aricept 10 mg one p.o. q.d.
3. The patient is already off of Memantine because of the stomach upset.
3. If she continues to have agitation symptoms, I will start the patient on Ativan.  We will also try Rexulti.

4. Her agitation will improve with increase of Seroquel or Ativan.
