Parkinson’s disease.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient has history of Parkinson’s disease.  Last saw him was on November 16, 2023.  The patient still has significant Parkinson’s disease symptoms.  He still has significant trauma in the right hand.  He gets resting tremors.  The gait is unsteady.  The patient had falls.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: The patient is awake and alert.  The patient is oriented to date and year.  The patient knows the city and state.
CRANIAL NERVE EXAMINATION:  The patient has mask face.  The patient decrease in eye blinking frequency.  The patient has monotonous voice.
MOTOR EXAMINATION:  The patient has diffused bradykinesia.  The patient is very unsteady.  The patient has shuffling gait.  The patient is walks very slowly.  Motor examination, the patient is resting tremors in both hands, the right worse than the left.

IMPRESSION
1. Parkinson’s disease.  The patient still has significant Parkinson’s disease symptoms.  I recommend the patient add more Parkinson’s disease medication.

2. Parkinson’s disease related dementia.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Recommend the patient to add Amantadine 100 mg one pill in the morning for Parkinson’s disease.

3. Continue carbidop-levodopa 25/250 mg pills, two pills three times a day.

4. Continue entacapone 200 mg three times a day.

5. Also explained to the patient that he should be tapered down the Seroquel.  The Seroquel will make Parkinson’s disease worse.  We recommend the patient to find another medications for insomnia.  Explained the patient Seroquel may exacerbate the Parkinson’s disease symptoms.
6. We will continue with Rivastigmine patch at 4.6 mg a day for dementia.

7. Recommend the patient to follow up with me in three months.
