He fell and landed on the ground.  He hit the right side of the body, hit the right side of the head, fractured the right clavicle, and fractured right ribs.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for six hours.  The patient was evaluated at hospital.  The patient had epidural hematoma.  The patient had a fracture in the right skull.  The patient also had right ear damage.  He was unconscious for about six hours.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was observed in the hospital for brain swelling and epidural hematoma.  The patient also has decrease in hearing in the right ear.
Since the event, the patient has chronic headaches.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has tinnitus in the right ear.  The patient has loss of hearing in the right ear..  The patient is also taking Advil for headaches a lot.  The patient also need hearing aid for the hearing loss and tinnitus.
The patient is currently active duty as an aircraft mechanic.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting today he does his job.  The patient has difficulty to hear. The patient has memory deficits.  He does not remember the task duties.  The tinnitus also affecting in the concentrating and focus at work.  The headache also affecting his concentration and focus at work.
