Evelyn is an 83-year-old woman, admitted to hospice with Lewy body dementia. The patient has been having decline in her mental status, her weight and her generalized condition for some time to the point that the patient is not recognizing anyone. She is having aspiration. She has had tremendous weight loss. She is widowed. She lives with skilled staff. She currently has a KPS score of 40%. She is confused having bouts of aspiration, choking spells, increased weakness, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency and most likely has less than six months to live with advanced Lewy body dementia associated with agitation and hallucination as it is commonly seen in patients with Lewy body dementia who will be cared for with the help of hospice aides and nurses and provide education to the family regarding end-of-life care.
