This is a 79-year-old gentleman on hospice with a diagnosis of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient is currently on hospice with increased confusion, memory loss and progressive decline. He is now sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40%. He requires position changes to reduce chances of pressure ulcers on his bony areas. He has a decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss of 3.5 pounds, weakness, and both ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. He remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
