Richard is a 79-year-old gentleman with history of renal insufficiency, congestive heart failure, cardiomyopathy, on hospice, with ejection fraction of 20 to 30%. The patient has severe pulmonary hypertension, KPS score of 40%. The patient has had air hunger, shortness of breath, generalized weakness, overall progression of his congestive heart failure, recent history of pulmonary edema, and COPD. He also suffers from aortic valve stenosis, hypothyroidism, coagulopathy, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, mitral regurgitation, morbid obesity, status post pacemaker, status post TAVR, pulmonary edema, and pulmonary hypertension. The patient is weak and short of breath at all times. He is now ADL dependent with bowel and bladder incontinence, KPS score of 40%, expected to live less than six months, continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
