This is an 82-year-old man, currently on hospice with history of heart failure. He also suffers from COPD, renal failure, and fluid overload. He requires oxygen both because of his fluid overload, congestive heart failure and pulmonary edema. He requires 3 L at all times. He is only oriented x1 because of hypoperfusion. He has an amputation of his right leg due to a bad infection and peripheral vascular disease after post knee replacement. He is bedbound, requires total care assistance. He has a KPS score of 40%. ADL dependent. Bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has had decreased appetite, decreased weight, but it is difficult to measure the weight because of his condition. His weight loss is unavoidable, expected to do poorly, continues to be hospice appropriate with less than six months to live.
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
