This is a 77-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. He also suffers from atrial fibrillation, generalized weakness, hypercoagulable state, malnutrition, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition to be exact, muscle wasting, chronic dyspnea, air hunger, shortness of breath at rest, with speaking and with any activity, requires 4 L of oxygen to keep him as comfortable as possible. Because of his hypoperfusion, he is only oriented x 1. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with his daughter Joy who is the primary caregiver. He continues to be hospice appropriate. His KPS score has declined to 40% as opposed to 50% and has had multiple falls. He has lost 50 pounds initially in the past year before placement on hospice. He requires pain medication around the clock and has continued to lose another 4.5 pounds from the previous benefit period as per notes.
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
