Angela is a 56-year-old lady with right lung cancer. The patient recently had an MRI of the brain which showed no evidence of metastasis, but the chest CT showed new small peribronchovascular densities on the left side now which is new, subsequent liver mass consistent with liver metastasis and lymphadenopathy related to her metastasis. The patient is short of breath, has been on chemotherapy and radiation in the past. She requires prednisone to help with her breathing, but has decided against any further treatment i.e. radiation and/or chemotherapy. She is anemic; H&H was 10 and 33. She has a total protein of 5.6, albumin of 4.2 and PET scan shows overall progression of her disease with lungs and liver metastases. The patient most likely has less than six months to live, requires pain medication and is ADL dependent and has been admitted to hospice for further care.
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
