This is an 88-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of vascular dementia; sometimes, she is oriented to person only. She definitely has increased confusion, memory loss and weight loss, continues to have chronic dermatitis, requiring steroids to help with symptoms. She is bedbound, bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires feeding and total assist with total ADL dependency. Her daughter does a good job turning her to keep her from developing pressure ulcers. Her weight loss has been from 140 to 100 pounds in one month and it is unavoidable. She continues to do poorly with bowel incontinence, weight loss, endstage dementia, change in mentation, and increased confusion. She most likely has less than six months to live, has a KPS score of 40% and remains hospice appropriate.
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
