She was hospitalized a year ago after they took the forefront of right foot off because of diabetic vascular disease.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, glaucoma, seizure and degenerative joint disease.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Brain surgery in 2002, foot surgery, and breast surgery.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None, but she has had COVID in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is single. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She has no children. She lives with her friend.
FAMILY HISTORY: Consistent with mother is alive. Father died a year ago; she does not know why.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: On exam, Ms. Bell gives great history. She tells me she has been disabled all her life, never has been able to work.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 93. Respirations 18.

NECK: No JVD. There is no lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: There is forefront of the right foot missing. Pulses are bilateral equal, but slightly diminished.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 49-year-old woman with multiple medical issues including diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypertension, seizure disorder, and DJD as well as peripheral vascular disease. The patient lives with a friend, has provider that comes in to take care of her. The patient’s ambulation has been difficult because of her neuropathy. She also has had a history of COPD and has been on oxygen in the past, but not currently. Overall prognosis remains poor and she definitely requires the help of provider services at home at this time.
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
