PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Zithromax.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Child is routinely exposed to secondhand smoke from that.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reports child was spontaneous vaginal delivery with no complications.

Mother said child vaccination is up to date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and very interactive playful. Moist mucosal membrane. Child is smiling.

VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.6.

HEENT: Ears: No erythema or good light reflex. No effusion present.

NECK: Supple.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No visible peristalsis. Normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Emergency room followup.
2. Bronchitis improved.
PLAN: Mother was reassured. She was advised to continue given the medication from the emergency room. At this moment, child is no indication for a new medication. She was strongly encouraged to bring child back if child is acting different or if her symptoms get worse. Strongly encouraged to follow up with pediatrician.
