CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Blood pressure spike.

HPI: The patient is a 34-year-old male who reports blood pressure spikes beginning approximately five years ago. He was initially noted to have elevated troponin levels. _______ evaluation apparently was unremarkable. The patient has reported more awakenings as much as 10-12 times per night. He further reports pauses in breathing. He has had had no exertional chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Elevated blood pressure.

2. Cellulitis of the right leg.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Right inguinal hernia in 2010.

2. Pyloric stenosis at 2 weeks of birth.

MEDICATIONS: Testosterone cypionate 100 mg q. weekly.

ALLERGIES: No know drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Paternal grandmother had congestive heart failure and ovarian cancer, further had pericardial effusion.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes nicotine use, but denies marijuana or alcohol. He uses smokeless tobacco.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is an obese male who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/82, pulse 66, respiratory rate 20, height 75” and weight 312.6 pounds.

Chest: Exam significant for lipomatous mass involving the posterior chest wall.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 70 beats per minute, leftward axis. Otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: A 34-year-old male with:
1. History of elevated troponin.

2. Elevated blood pressure.

3. Lipoma of the posterior chest wall.

4. He most likely has sleep disorder.

5. Borderline EKG.

PLAN: Obtain CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH. We will obtain 24-hour urine for VMA, metanephrines. He should be referred for sleep study.
