Dear Dr. Ball:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bishop with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit August.  She fell in the shower back in Christmas time.  No loss of consciousness.  She went to the emergency room, negative workup.  No stroke.  No trauma to the head.  No severe fracture sounds like one of the transverse process on the spine might have broken.  She takes tramadol.  No antiinflammatory agents.  She lives alone.  She has edema in lower extremities well controlled on compression stockings.  Other extensive review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight the lisinopril and metoprolol. She is not on diuretic.  She takes cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 126/70 on the left-sided, and right-sided prior history of breast cancer.  Blood pressure is not checked.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No gross carotid bruits or JVD.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  On compression stockings I do not see major edema.  No focal deficits.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline representing GFR of 36 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.4.  No external bleeding.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. History of abdominal aortic aneurysm status post stent graft.  She follows with interventional radiologist Dr. Safadi, stable overtime.  No change and no symptoms.

3. Blood pressure well controlled.

4. Chemistries associated to kidney disease appear to be stable.

5. Anemia monitor.  No EPO.  No external bleeding.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
