Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Bashore with obstructive uropathy, has an ileal loop and bilateral ureteral stents, last visit August, memory problems, hard of heating, and uses a walker.  Evaluated emergency room Clare because of a fall.  No trauma.  No fracture.  No stroke.  University changes both ureteral stents apparently now every 8 to 10 weeks.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Chronic diarrhea.  He has a history of Crohn’s and colectomy.  No bleeding.  Presently, no chest pain, palpitation, or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  He uses inhalers as needed.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No orthopnea or PND.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight medication for high potassium.  He mentioned that the price has increased.  The alternatives however are more expensive for example Lokelma.  He has been also on magnesium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 189 pounds stable and blood pressure 138/88.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  Occasional premature beats appears to be regular.  Ostomy on the right-sided.  No bleeding.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No abdomen or back pain.  Minimal edema.  No focal deficits.  He does have decreased hearing.  Normal speech.

Labs: Chemistries in January, creatinine 2.8 stable overtime.  Present GFR 21 stage IV with a normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  There is anemia of 9.9.  He has received EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.

2. Bladder cancer, bladder and prostate removed, obstructive uropathy, bilateral ureteral stents, and ileal loop.

3. Total colectomy, has an ileostomy.

4. Anemia.  Continue EPO treatment.  Update iron studies.  Other chemistries with the kidneys stable.  We are going to explore if Humana will provide the potassium binder.  Plan to see him back in the next four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
