HPI: An 81-year-old female who has a history of UTIs as well as complains weekly about dysuria or foul odor and UA is requested. The patient has a history of neurogenic bladder self caths three times daily. Nurse has worked with her regarding caffeine under as clean it to sterile situation as possible. The patient states she knows how to do that that has become questionable. Her most recent symptoms were end of January so UA with C&S was obtained on 01/29 and results are negative for UTI, no pathogens detected. The patient was informed to this she was indifferent to the results and just said okay and that was it. I did bring up that she complains of intermittent burning and I told her that does not necessarily indicate a UTI given her circumstances of self-cathing. I offered a p.r.n. order for Pyridium 100 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. and she is capable for asking for it and she stated she would like that so order was written.
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
