1. Suboxone refill.

2. Opioid dependency.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Carson is a 66-year-old gentleman, comes in today for followup of his opioid dependency. He has had no issues with misuse, abuse, or diversion after much discussion. The patient’s chest wall pain which was noted the last time is completely resolved. He is not taking any Flexeril at this time. His urine tox screen is up-to-date. Furthermore, he has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, convulsion or change in weight.

The patient gets blood work and complete workup from his cardiologist, hence the reason we do not have any blood work in his chart here.
