HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Falgiano is a 76-year-old woman who has done as a manager of mental health facilities for sometime. She has been widowed for three years. She recently lost her cardiologist who writes her albuterol and her Trelegy and is here a) to get acquainted for us to become her primary care physician and b) to get her medications refilled.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Myocardial infarction, peripheral vascular disease, coronary artery disease, history of MI, and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Heart stent surgery x3. Three stents in the legs. Left wrist and back surgery.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date x2 doses.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Mammogram, never, not interested now either. Colonoscopy, never, not interested now either.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH use. Sad about the death of her husband. Not suicidal. She does not smoke. She does not use drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of some kind of cancer. He was a heavy smoker. Mother died of old age.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 158 pounds. O2 sat 92%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 18. Pulse 65. Blood pressure 138/60.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi with shallow breath sounds.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity 1+ edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COPD.

2. Refilled Trelegy.

3. Refilled albuterol liquid per inhaler.

4. Diabetes.
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5. She states her A1c is coming down even though she does not what that is.

6. Blood work is up-to-date.

7. Hypertension, on lisinopril.

8. Fluid retention. She is taking two diuretics, she tells me.

9. Status post stent placement on Plavix. I told her never to stop Plavix.

10. The patient’s albuterol inhaler, albuterol liquid and Trelegy were refilled today.

11. Atorvastatin for hyperlipidemia.

12. We will try to get a copy of her blood work.

13. Diabetic neuropathy on Neurontin. She takes it at least once a day. I told her she can take more.

14. Pedal edema most likely multifactorial, cannot rule out sleep apnea. I need to look at her TSH to make sure TSH is okay.

15. Must take the Plavix at night since that could be a cause contributing to edema.

16. Peripheral vascular disease.

17. Coronary artery disease.

18. The patient will bring her medication and get us the dose and blood work, so we can start a complete chart here.

19. Not interested in any maintenance examination today.
