CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough, flu-like symptoms, and sinus congestion for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, high lipid disease, has had coronary artery bypass, and has benign prostatic hypertrophy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Influenza non-type A/B, hypertension, high lipid disease, coronary artery disease S/P bypass.

PLAN: The patient had flu screening which is negative, but requested Z-PAK and Medrol with injections. He was given Rocephin and dexamethasone as well as Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed and routine followup with his cardiologist and p.r.n.
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
