Mrs. Houston is a 68-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism when she was 40-year-old. She also has a history of seizure disorder, anxiety, depression, hypertension, rheumatoid arthritis, and her hypothyroidism is related to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis. She also has a history of sleep apnea, macular degeneration, and appendectomy. The patient is currently on levothyroxine 150 mcg daily. She reports symptoms of dry skin and fatigue. Her weight is stable. She reports symptoms of thinning hair and mood swings.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism, we will continue the dose of levothyroxine 150 mcg daily and check a baseline thyroid function panel.

2. She has a history of Hashimoto's and therefore we will check a TPO antibody level and thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. We will have the patient return to follow up and review results of her labs studies.
