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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 84-year-old white female, the patient of Dr. Khurana, that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA and fluctuations going into IIIB. The patient has a normal retroperitoneal ultrasound. The urinary sediment that was evaluated on 01/31/2024 is completely normal. The culture is normal. The serum creatinine is 1.1, the estimated GFR is 46 mL/min. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits; sodium is 139, potassium is 4.6, CO2 is 27 and chloride is 99. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is completely normal.

2. Status post hip fracture; the patient was in the hospital, underwent surgery and went to rehab and she is walking with the help of a cane.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Vitamin D deficiency.

5. Osteoporosis that is treated by Dr. _______.

6. The patient is in stable condition. Since there is no evidence of progressing kidney disease, I am going to return the case to the care of Dr. Khurana.
