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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 86-year-old Filipino female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has nephrosclerosis associated to diabetes mellitus, hypertension and hyperlipidemia. She has a significant case of coronary artery disease. The patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.4, a BUN of 28 and estimated GFR of 34 mL/min; this has been ranging between 34 and 40. The protein is 1+. The patient has been taking finerenone.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been under fair control. The hemoglobin A1c on 02/05/2024 is 7.7.

3. Arterial hypertension that has been under control. The blood pressure reading today 111/51. The patient has a BMI that remains 19. The body weight is 101 pound.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease status post PCI. She is followed by the cardiologist Dr. Torres.

5. Peripheral neuropathy.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease managed with the administration of PPIs.

7. We are going to continue with the same approach. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes of the time in the evaluation of the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 8 minutes in the documentation.
