DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 65-year-old Hispanic male that is a patient of Dr. Beltre that has been referred to the office because of the presence of a 4.5 x 3.9 x 4 enhancing mass to the MRI with contrast involving the right posterior cortex of the right kidney. The patient has a background of 15 years of diabetes and has arterial hypertension that is under control. He is with a BMI of 23 and has a remote history of nephrolithiasis. The patient is going to be referred for a mass biopsy with Dr. Bennie in Florida in AdventHealth. The risk and what to expect from the biopsy were explained to the patient as well as the complications.

2. Diabetes mellitus that seems to be out of control. The patient has CKD stage II with an estimated GFR of 66. I do not have any evaluation of the urine that we are going to order.

3. The diabetes mellitus according to the continuous glucose monitoring has been oscillating between 150 and 250. He is going to see the primary care and this medication has to be adjusted. He is taking metformin with glipizide 5 mg/500 mg one tablet q.12h. We are going to reevaluate the case after the kidney biopsy and laboratory workup is ordered.

We thank Mrs. Haralson, PA-C for the kind referral. We will keep her posted of the progress.

We invested 15 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 30 minutes with the patient and 10 minutes in the documentation.
