Jenkins used to be a housekeeper also used to take care of “a little old lady” as she puts it. She has been widowed x 1 year, has three children and two grand babies 
The patient does not use oxygen has a nebulizer.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left arm graft placement, hysterectomy, and gallbladder surgery, and colon surgery, but no cancer.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She takes Cytomel 5 mcg a day, Albuterol inhaler, levothyroxine 88 mcg, Celebrex 20 mg a day, isosorbide 10 mg four times a day and then Hydroxyzine 50 mg t.i.d., vitamin B12, Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d., vitamin D3, vitamin B12, folic acid, and stool softener.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None. Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She lives alone.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father had renal failure. Father died of stomach cancer. Mother died of breast cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Her weight has been stable. She has had some chest pain with activity and shortness of breath that she uses inhaler for. Hemodialysis is going well. She has had some dizziness episode some nausea from time to time after dialysis. She has had no weakness. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure or convulsions.
