CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with multiple problems; complains of cough, congestion, flu-like symptoms with chills for three days. He also complains of recurrence of pain in right jaw, was seen few weeks ago with treatment of abscess tooth, lower mandible. He states that he went to Hope Clinic in Conroe, but could not afford initial evaluation. Also, he describes episode of lightheaded feeling with decreased blood pressure reported 79/54 taken by him three days ago, felt like decreased blood sugar with past history of questionable hypoglycemia years ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Past history of apparent heart cath five to six years ago, told okay, without followup, for the syncope spell. He states he had a cardiac arrest three times in 1990 when exposed to electrical explosion knocking him up in the air with loss of consciousness and loss of vision for 30 days afterwards with recovery.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. HEENT: 2+ tenderness to right mid mandible with badly _______ lower premolars and molars.
Random blood sugar was obtained and was 96. The patient has strep and flu testing done, all of which were negative. EKG shows lateral ST-T changes compatible with ischemia. The patient was given Rocephin 1 g and clindamycin again 600 mg x 10 days.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Abnormal EKG, influenza, abscess right molar, apparent questionable hypoglycemia, hypertension, syncope spell.
PLAN: Because of abnormal EKG, the patient was advised to follow up with a cardiologist as soon as possible. He did not want to see the cardiologist that he saw six years ago, to assist in finding cardiologist’s referral. Advised to go to the emergency room or call EMT for further episodes of decreased blood pressure, lightheaded; presently, not taking blood pressure medication, monitoring blood pressure, to follow up after above for routine care and further evaluation.
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
