The patient presents with history of temperature of 104 today, given Tylenol at home, now decreased to a little over 99 without other symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Questionable slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had RSV, flu, strep, and COVID testing, all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Fever with viremia without clear etiology, but without evidence of bacterial infection or more serious infection.
PLAN: Mother advised to follow temperature precautions alternating ibuprofen and Tylenol, to follow up as needed or go to the emergency room if child worsens or continues to have very high fever and to follow up with pediatrician or here as needed.
