PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Slight tenderness to right lower quadrants without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Type B flu resolving.
PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK in view of persistence of flu-like symptoms, continue Tamiflu and to follow up with PCP or here if needed.
