DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient comes today with a laboratory workup that was done on 02/07/2024. The serum creatinine is 1.49, estimated GFR is 35 mL/min and the patient has a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is around 300 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. Hemoglobin A1c is 7.3.

3. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today was exceptionally high 179/71. The patient has not taken the medications today and she states that she is running better numbers at home. I am going to ask her to get a blood pressure log for the next appointment.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

6. Macular degeneration in the left eye. The patient gave up her driver’s license. We are going to continue with the same approach. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We spent 6 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
