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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a urinalysis that is completely negative. The protein in the dipstick is negative; however, the protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 500 mg/g of creatinine. We are going to continue a close observation before we start giving more medications.

2. The patient used to go to the Cancer Center for treatment of the anemia. The hemoglobin is 12.5.

3. Polyneuropathy that is without symptoms at the present time.

4. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading is 134/88, which is just today; she did not take the medications and we are going to ask her a blood pressure log.

5. History of hyperlipidemia. The cholesterol, HDL, and LDL as well as triglycerides are within normal limits.

6. She has a remote history of diabetes. The hemoglobin A1c is normal 6.1%. The patient is very anxious. She lives by herself. She has been alone for more than 27 years and apparently her kids communicate with her very scarcely. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
