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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a CKD V patient that is 87 years old. We have not seen the patient in a long time. She used to be stage V and remains to be doing very well. The patient is alert and oriented, in no distress. The family decided to bring her because they ran out of all the medications and we did not feel comfortable just refilling the medications. There were no changes in the physical examination, the memory has remained stable and we refilled all the medications.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is out of control. The cholesterol is elevated because she is not taking the medication that has been ordered.

3. The patient has type II diabetes.

4. The patient has anemia that is related to the CKD V.

5. The patient as well as the daughter that is the caretaker was made aware that the followup is important that does not necessarily imply that the patient has to accept renal replacement therapy, but along with the disease, we will be able to adjust medication that in turn can improve the quality of life and for that reason the followup is necessary. I am going to set up an appointment to see us in six months in Wauchula as per the family’s request and we are going to order the pertinent laboratory workup.

I spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 30 minutes with the patient and the family and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
