CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left shoulder pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left shoulder pain started hurting for past two weeks and it is on and off and pain started after she lifted a box. The patient did not fell down and she took over-the-counter pain medication with some relief.
The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

Left shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the rotator cuff and range of movement is limited in all directions and handgrips are bilaterally equal.
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
