CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed nasal congestion for past 8 to 10 days and he took cetirizine 10 mg once a day yesterday and started feeling better. The patient has minimal cough without any sputum production. There was no fever or chills. The patient had COVID PCR test done two days ago and it was unremarkable.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion bilaterally without any bleeding. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
