They have moved him close to the kitchen where he can be watched 24 hours because he has a tendency to turn on the stove and with increased confusion and decreased mentation especially at night. He has a KPS score of 40%. His mental status continues to deteriorate and has a history of weight loss with protein-calorie malnutrition and he is only oriented to person at this time.
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
