This is a 61-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of endstage COPD. The patient is O2 dependent, uses nebulizer at least four times a day. The patient is mostly in bed about 12-16 hours a day. The patient has severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition and appears very cachexic. The patient has a history of smoking and continues to smoke. She has a KPS score of 40%. She lives with her sister Janet most of the time who is considered her primary caregiver. She also suffers from hypertension, anxiety, DJD, gastroesophageal reflux, nausea, vomiting, gastroparesis, hyperlipidemia and insomnia as well as coronary artery disease. Overall prognosis is very poor for Ms. Blunt who continues to have shortness of breath at rest and with activity. The patient is found to be in a fetal position and is no longer able to get out of bed because of generalized weakness, continues to deteriorate regarding her breathing and her overall well-being. She eats very little, has a child-like appetite and requires help of her sister and hospice nurses and aides to be able to survive.
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
