Mr. Johnson was seen for face-to-face evaluation with history of COPD, O2 dependency, anxiety, hypertension, and diabetes. The patient lives with his aunt. He has a KPS score of 40%. He used to be a truck driver. He and his wife are separated. He has children, which he does not see very much. He smokes. He stays in bed most of the time because of shortness of breath and severe pain. Recently, his weight has gone from 180 to 150 pounds with generalized weakness and decreased appetite. He takes trazodone at nighttime. He was recently switched from insulin to metformin because of his blood sugar plummeting with insulin since he has lost so much weight. He also suffers from hypertension, which appears to be controlled on lisinopril. The patient has a history of hyperlipidemia and his weight loss is unavoidable. His protein-calorie malnutrition and his weakness also contribute to his chronic pain related to both DJD and diabetic neuropathy. He stays in bed most of the time. He was able to get up and do things for himself, but no longer able to and requires help around the clock regarding his endstage COPD.
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
