PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with history of cough, congestion, laryngitis and frontal headache for the past week with some improvement in laryngitis and general symptoms. Also, reports popping of her ears for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She states that she had a complete physical at the Civic Center here in town six months ago with lab and EKG and questionable other testing. She states that she had colonoscopy in recent years.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Slight adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and COVID testing because of history of exposure.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, serous otitis, upper respiratory infection, laryngitis and pharyngitis non-strep.

PLAN: The patient was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone requested with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed.
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
