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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was in Afghanistan in 2011.  The patient was in a military vehicle.  There was IED explosions.  The patient tells me that there is an IED explosion mine in front of his vehicle.  It caused a crater onto the road.  The patient tells me that his vehicle ran into the crater.  The patient tells me that he instantly hit the head against the metal parts inside the vehicle.  The patient tells me that he immediately had loss of consciousness for about a minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that multiple other IED explosion.  However, he did not lose consciousness with those.
The patient tells me currently and is having significant symptoms from this.  The patient has significant mood swings, headaches, aggressiveness, apathy, significant memory loss, and cognitive problems.
The patient tells me that he is working in supply chain management.  The patient tells me that he has decreased ability to perform his job.  He tells me that he is not able to apply for management job because his memory problems.  The patient get aggressive mood swings at work.  The patient needs to take time off from work.  The patient is not able to advance in his job because of the symptoms.
MoCA examination score is 27/30.  The patient missed 2 on delay recall.  The patient missed one on orientation.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2000 and 2011, the patient was in Afghanistan.  There was an IED explosion, caused a crater in front of the road.  The patient’s vehicle ran into it.  The patient instantly hit the metal parts inside the truck.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness. When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  Since the event, the patient has significant headaches, memory deficits, aggressiveness, mood swing, apathy, and migraine headaches.  It is my opinion that the head injury with loss of consciousness followed by confusion, disorientation, and now significant headaches cognitive deficits memory loss, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
