SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypertension.

PLAN: Labs were not drawn today. The patient indicated that she thought she had insurance, but her insurance was up and does not have funding for labs today. She states she will come back to have a labs drawn. She was sent home with the following medications:

1. Pantoprazole 40 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

2. Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

3. Flecainide cream 0.05% apply by weekly #60 g.
