PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Antibiotics (unknown name).
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco smoke exposure.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Then child is alert, interactive and very playful running around in the room. She has moist mucus membranes. She appears with moist mucus members. She appears very comfortable.
VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations are about 24.

EAR: TMs bilaterally are normal. No effusion. No erythema. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

NOSE: Congested with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

THROAT: No edema or erythema. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Normal bowel sounds.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media, doing better.

2. Ear pain, doing better.
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PLAN: Mother was advised to continue antibiotics until it is all gone, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
