CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 68-year-old African American female with history of murmur and congestive heart failure.

HPI: The patient is a 68-year-old female who reports childhood murmur. She stated that she was doing well until several weeks ago. She developed left-sided pain and shortness of breath. She was then admitted to Simon Hospital and told to have pneumonia. She stated that she further was noted to have congestive heart failure and had fluid removed. She is now feeling better. She has no shortness of breath.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 147/94, pulse 99, respiratory rate 30, height 62” and weight 217 pounds.

The remainder of the examination is unremarkable except for soft systolic murmur. She is also noted to be edentulous.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 94 beats per minute. There is evidence of left atrial enlargement. There is nonspecific T-wave abnormality. Prolonged QT at 513 milliseconds corrected. The EKG somewhat is suggestive of atrial flutter and *_______*.
