CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 69-year-old male with history of coronary artery disease possible aneurysm is seen for additional evaluation. He reports dyspnea with exertion and dyspnea occurs at approximately 25 yards. He has symptoms of claudication on walking approximately 25 yards. He has had no chest pain. He denies palpitations. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Hypertension.

1. Neck surgery.

1. Lisinopril 40 mg one daily.

2. Atorvastatin 40 mg one daily.

3. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg one daily.

4. Mirtazapine 30 mg one daily

5. Buprenorphine naloxone 6.8/2 mg daily.

6. Anoro pill 62.5 mcg/25 one daily.

7. Aspirin 162 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of coronary artery disease. Mother died of cancer of the kidneys.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports cigarette smoking, but otherwise unremarkable.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
The patient reports sinus problems.

Neck: He reports neck pain.

Genitourinary: Prostate issues.

Neurologic: History of head trauma.

Psychiatric: History of depression.

Hematologic: History of anemia.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/78, pulse 81, respiratory rate 18, height 90” and weight 191 pounds.

HEENT: The patient is edentulous.

CARDIAC: There is soft systolic murmur in the aortic region.

Musculoskeletal: There is well healed scar of the lower extremity is noted.
The patient has coronary artery disease and claudication.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 78 beats per minute. There is left axis deviation. Left anterior fascicular block is noted. S1, S2 and S3 pattern is noted.

IMPRESSION:
1. Coronary artery disease by history.

2. Claudication.

3. Hypertension.

PLAN: I have ordered nuclear stress test, CBC, chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, echocardiogram and EKG. Follow up six weeks.
