CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 63-year-old male who is seen for initial preoperative evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 63-year-old male with history of obesity who is scheduled for a gastric bypass on 02/13/2024. He was felt to have abnormal EKG and the patient was subsequently referred for evaluation. He denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died with endstage renal disease. Father died with endstage renal disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking or alcohol use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.
Neck: He has neck stiffness and pain secondary to a fall.

Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a moderately obese male who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 151/98, pulse 82, respiratory rate 20, height 68”, and weight 344 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Irregularly irregular rhythm with normal S1 and S2. There is soft grade 2/6 systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. There is no JVD.

Extremities: Demonstrates trace edema.

Skin: Reveals multiple tattoos.

IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Obesity.

3. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Labs to be reviewed. He needs further control of blood pressure, but there is no prohibition to the proceeding with surgery. Overall, his risk is slightly increased. There were multiple comorbidities.
