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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 80-year-old white female that is a patient of Ms. Jana Powell, PA-C that is complaining today of increased frequency and burning to urination. The patient has low back pain. She does not have nausea, vomiting or fever. She does not have any general malaise. She states that episodes like the present one are suggestive of urinary tract infection and indeed in the past she had been treated with antibiotics with success. I am going to order a urine culture, urinalysis, and we are going to prescribe cefuroxime 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. for six days.

2. This patient has a history of CKD stage IIIB with a serum creatinine of 1.2 and a BUN of 44 in the latest blood work that was in September 2023. The patient did not go for lab work for this appointment.

3. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

4. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated.

5. The patient has severe arthritis in the back according to the description and she was involved in a car accident that has to do a lot with the low back pain.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

ADDENDUM: She had an ultrasound of the retroperitoneum in which the impression is mild to moderate changes suggestive of medical renal disease with renal cortical scarring and mild bilateral renal cortical atrophy right more than the left and there is a complex cyst 1.6 x 1.9 in the left kidney without significant change compared to the prior imaging.

We invested 6 minutes in the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 18 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
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
