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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 65-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage I. The kidney function remains stable. On 02/05/2024, the patient had a creatinine of 0.63, a BUN of 20 and the estimated GFR is 105 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The potassium is within normal limits.

2. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to smoking. The patient has almost quit. He looks much better. The lungs are clear. He has not had any episodes of exacerbation of the chronic obstructive pulmonary disease despite the fact that he has been exposed to the pollen.

3. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

4. Osteoarthritis that is without any evidence of deterioration. We are going to reevaluate the case in a year with laboratory workup.
