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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1998, in South Carolina, it was during basic training.  The patient tells me that he hit head multiple times during basic training.  The patient rolled down the hill.  He tumbled many times.  As he rolled down the hill, he hit his head.  He hit his head against the ground.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient becomes very confused and disoriented with blurred vision.  He had severe headache.
The patient also tells me that he had sustained traumatic brain injury in 2003 to 2004, when he was in Iraq, when he was in Iraq, the patient tells me that he was in a building.  Suddenly, there was motor fire attack to his building.  There was significant explosion in the building.  The patient tells me that the shockwave hit him and fell down and he lost consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about two minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also has severe head pain.
Since the incident, the patient has constant head pain.  He has sharp shooting sensation behind the eyes.  The patient also pain all over the body.  He tells me that he has blurred vision.  His memory is not as sharp as previously.
The patient currently is on aircraft mechanic.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting his job.  Specifically the headache and shocking behind the eyes are affecting him to concentrate at work.  Sometimes he has difficulty reading.  The memory deficits also affecting him to remember his task duties.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus at work.
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
