HPI: A 92-year-old female seen in room. She was also seen on 02/07 one week ago as there had been noted increased confusion. The patient agreed with that when I brought it up so we did a UA with C&S to see if it was infection causing this or something else. When seen in room, she was a bit tentative looking at me and I just told her right off I said do have a urinary tract infection we are going to treat it and she seemed relieved with that.

DIAGNOSES: HTN, CAD, insomnia, GERD, OAB, and dysphagia

ALLERGIES: IODINE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/19 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant female appearing younger than stated age seen in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/71, pulse 66, respirations 14, and weight 127 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels herself around in a manual wheelchair. She has limited weightbearing due to severe OA in her knees. She rarely complains about this issue also. She moves arms in a normal range of motion and has good neck and truncal stability in WC.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2. She has referenced for date and time. Speech is clear. She understands the given lab information. She can voice her needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UA positive for E. coli. UTI will treat with nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x7 days. Encourage patient to increase fluid intake and she will.
