HPI: A 73-year-old female with advanced Parkinson’s disease and limited mobility. She uses a walker to get around and at times has difficulty getting herself up to use and at times will be frustrated and just try to get up and walk in her room without using it. At times, the patient has been successful but more frequently now she is falling and that is what happened from a fall that occurred 01/26. She was sent to Integris SWMC and after a day there then admitted to Jim Thorpe where she remained until 02/12. She is seen in room today with her husband and I had not met him before he is quite a character asked a lot of questions and wanted to clarify things. He is also encouraging a patient but also does not tolerate her excuses. The patient states she feels good think she is moving better than she had before and looking at her she still had her upper extremity tremor with less amplitude and husband states that at Jim Thorpe he said it is like they did a miracle on her they just kind of cleaned up her medications and I just got her straightened out making her get up and walk and do things and she was able to do them. He also stated that her tremor while there just seemed to fade away so the question is how much of it is for attention or as an excuse here. Her husband also had some questions for me that had been raised at Jim Thorpe such as a prophylactic UTI treatment and RLS, which patient states is more frequent and she also complains her right hip pain and that is something that was being addressed at Jim Thorpe and they put patches on she did not know what kind most likely lidocaine.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, gait instability, uses a walker with frequent injury falls, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, HTN, GERD, HLD, insomnia, and chronic pain.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

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MEDICATIONS: Amantadine 100 mg q.d., Norvasc 5 mg q.d., Sinemet 25/100 mg tablets p.o. t.i.d., Sinemet 25/100 mg two tablets to be given q.7 p.m., Cipro 250 mg one p.o. q.12h for 11 doses, Latanoprost left eye h.s., lisinopril 40 mg q.d., Toprol 50 mg q.d., ropinirole 0.25 mg one tablet h.s., Crestor 10 mg q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., and Synthroid 50 mcg q.d.
