CC: Requests to discontinue home health and start Select Rehab. The patient also complained of dizziness all the time.
HPI: An 86-year-old female seen in her room. After I came in and she went to the back of the room, she came out and asked me if a dog had gotten out and I told her I was not aware if she had a dog and did not see one as I walked in and the door was not open for a long time. It turns out that somehow someone had told her she needed a dog and they talked to a friend and that friend gave the patient a little Yorkie. She owned a previous Yorkie who passed away after a long life; his name was Seth and, when I asked what the name of her Yorkie was, she states she named him Seth. She states that she is happy to have his company. She does bring up that she is unhappy with home health and does not think she needs them and does want to start Select Rehab; she feels like she can get stronger and have benefit from them. She also brings up that she feels dizzy and that it is when she is sitting as well as when she is standing and has had occurred as she is walking and she has to hold onto things. She denies any associated nausea, headache, visual change. She then tells me she thinks she has got a UTI as the cause of this and wants to know if she can have her urine checked. The patient and I had discussed physical therapy. She has had time to think about and she requests that complete home health be discontinued and, once that is done, she would like to start Select Rehab for PT and OT. Order is written and hopefully will happen and she will get therapy soon.
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
