CC: The patient’s request.
HPI: An 83-year-old female requests that metoprolol and her antidepressant be given at h.s. as they make her quite sleepy, so taking them during the day has uncomfortable results for her. The patient has done just so well since she has been admitted, she had a significant CVA with right side hemiparesis and she has been consistent in doing therapy and has made significant gains. Overall, her blood pressure has been well controlled on current medications and the antidepressant she is on she states has helped and she has no interest in stopping it.

DIAGNOSES: Status post CVA affecting the right dominant side, neuropathic pain, hypertension, muscle spasticity, depression, GERD and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/19 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: NAS/shellfish allergy.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant female who is alert and generally always pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/54, pulse 62, respirations 16, and weight 156 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication adjustments. Metoprolol 100 mg will be given now at h.s. along with Effexor 150 mg h.s. Both medications will now be given at bedtime.
