CC: X-ray review.
HPI: An 87-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia previously BPSD in the form of aggression and agitation that has decreased. Staff reports that the patient is pleasant cooperative, she just will sit around and wait towards on activity or meal or she can be found in her room napping. Otherwise, she is not really walking around.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, decreased BPSD. She has a malignant carcinoid tumor of the large bowel status post resection, HTN, A-fib, HLD, major depressive disorder, anxiety, OA, and anemia.
MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 125/1 mg/mL 1 mL t.i.d. routine, Norvasc 10 mg q.d., lisinopril 40 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., vitamin B complex q.d., D3 50,000 IU q. Monday and p.r.n. and loperamide.
ALLERGIES: PCN and SHELLFISH.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is quiet and pleasant, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/45, pulse 65, temperature 97.9, respiratory rate 18, and 97.0 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: She had an intermittent cough throughout the time that I was observing her and it was nonproductive. Chest x-rays reviewed from 02/12/2024 and it shows bibasilar opacities representing multifocal infectious process.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is weight-bearing, ambulates for short distances. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation to self. She looks about. She will smile as a pleasant affect. She is verbal and was telling me today that she is going home because she is going to visit her mother North Carolina and I told her that I was nice and I hope she had a good time and she seemed in good spirits.
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NEURO: Approached she made eye contact and smile. She starts talking. She soft-spoken and just has a few words at the time that a random and content. She just kept talking and looking at me. I did not I just agreed she was cooperative to exam.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: The patient was started on Levaquin 750 mg p.o. q.d. on 02/12/2024. She is now on day fourth therapy and I asked her if she wanted something for her cough and she said that would be nice so Tessalon Perles 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. x1 week routine.
